INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this           day of                           , by and between the KENTON COUNTY FISCAL COURT, SANITATION DISTRICT NO. 1, NORTHERN KENTUCKY WATER SERVICE DISTRICT and NORTHERN KENTUCKY AREA PLANNING COMMISSION, and their respective successors, as approved by the Commonwealth of Kentucky Attorney General's office pursuant to K.R.S. 65.210 through 65.300. 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, there is a need to have joint rules and regulations relating to public records access for Geographical Information Systems (hereinafter GIS) products and information which allows the Kenton County Fiscal Court, Sanitation District No. 1, Northern Kentucky Water Service District and Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission to work together to provide the citizens of Kenton County, Kentucky, with effective planning and related services, infrastructure development, and for the development of local communities; and 

WHEREAS, as a result of this joint effort, a substantial volume of data has been collected which will be of great service to all governmental agencies and the public in general; and 

WHEREAS, the above mentioned agencies have jointly developed and issued a policy encompassing rules and regulations to provide access and distribution to GIS data, all in conformity with K.R.S. Chapter 61; and 

WHEREAS, this Agreement will enhance the health, safety, quality of life, geographic and economic vitality of Kenton County, Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, the Kenton County Fiscal Court, Sanitation District No. 1, Northern Kentucky Water Service District and Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission wish to enter into an lnterlocal Agreement to operate the GIS data system known as the PlaNet GIS Partnership; and 

WHEREAS, other cities, counties or other units of local government may join this lnterlocal Agreement in the future pursuant to this agreement and approval of the existing parties, and by executing a "Supplement to lnterlocal Agreement" in substantially the same form as this Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED as follows: - 

1.    The Kenton County Fiscal Court, Sanitation District No. 1, Northern Kentucky Water Service District and Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission shall jointly operate an association to be known as PlaNet GIS Partnership pursuant to Rules and Regulations to be established by the parties hereto. The Partnership shall provide a mechanism to continue to collect GIS information and to provide an efficient means to make such information available to the members as well as to other governmental bodies and the public. The Partnership shall provide a means to collect fees for the sale of information to the public and to account for such fees to the partners and the public. Said fees, together with any further contributions by the partners hereto, shall provide the funding basis for the operation of the Partnership. 

2.     Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission will collect and insure 'that all fees are used to defer costs associated with the providing of GIS products and services as set forth in Rules and Regulations to be established by the parties hereto. 

3.     Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission shall provide written annual financial reports to all partners to this Agreement at the end of each fiscal year. 

4.     Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission shall be the Official Custodian of the Records of the PlaNet GIS Partnership. 

5.     The Kenton County Judge/Executive, Chairman of the Sanitation District No. 1, Chairman of the Northern Kentucky Water Service District, and Chairman of the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission or their designee shall be the joint administrators over this Agreement. They shall meet from time to time to review the policies and practices of the Partnership but no less than annually, and that any further policies and procedures regarding this Agreement shall be jointly acted upon by the partners. 

6.     This Agreement shall be valid for an term of five (5) years from the execution date, and thereafter be automatically renewable from year to year, unless not later that sixty (60) days prior to any anniversary of the effective date of this Agreement, any party hereto notifies the others, in writing, of its intention to terminate this Agreement, in which event this Agreement as it effects the withdrawing partner shall terminate on the anniversary date following the notice. The withdrawing partner shall receive a copy of all current data, unless otherwise agreed to by the partners. 

7.     The remaining partners to this agreement shall continue to operate pursuant to the terms herein. In the event that all parties shall withdraw from this agreement, then all assets shall pass to the Kenton County Fiscal Court, or its successors, after appropriate distributions are made to satisfy outstanding obligations. 

8.   This Agreement shall become effective upon execution by all above-mentioned Parties and approval of the Attorney General.

Participant Responsibilities

NKAPC:
On behalf of all partners - Responsible for maintenance of core GIS base planimetric layers: roads & parking lots, road centerlines & address ranges, building footprints, walls & fences, railroad, vegetation, drainage including lakes, ponds, streams and rivers, recreational facilities, topography, spot elevation, other miscellaneous base map features and related attribute information. 

Responsible for providing guidance, assistance and recommendations to partners in their use of GIS technology, in the creation/maintenance of other layers needed or requested by partners, in the implementation of GIS capabilities, and for managing the core GIS system. Responsible for handling hard copy and digital data sales, contractual services to organizations or individuals outside the partnership including the creation/maintenance of layers as needed (e.g., city base maps outside Kenton County, voting precinct maps or special contracts for services or analysis.), Responsible for preparing, presenting, administering and reporting on program budget. 

NKAPC internal use: - In Kenton County, responsible for creation/maintenance of current land use layer, city/county boundary layer, zoning district boundary layer, comprehensive plan land use layer, school district and fire district boundary layers and related attribute information, and other layers/information required in fulfillment of its responsibilities. 

Sanitation District: Maintenance of Sanitary Sewer Facilities layer including sewer lines & manholes, pumping and treatment facilities, drainage district boundaries and related attribute information, and other layers information required in fulfillment of its responsibilities. 

NK Water Service District: 
Creation/maintenance of Water Distribution Facilities layer including line, hydrant, valve and meter, and tower/tank locations, pumping and treatment facilities and related attribute information, and other layers/information required in fulfillment of its responsibilities. 

Kenton County Fiscal Court:
Creation/maintenance of county road information including road conditions, traffic control facilities and road signage, bridge information and related drainage information. Responsible for maintenance of county parks and recreational facilities layers and related attribute information, and other layers/information required in fulfillment of its responsibilities. 

All partners: 
Responsible for core GIS system hardware/software/base planimetric data maintenance cost, supplies cost, and communications network cost.
