Step 7:  Approve Standard for Public Review

· Horizontal and vertical accuracy of features such as water depths, objects on the seafloor, navigation aids, and shoreline.

· Based on International Hydrographic Organization (IHO) Standards for Hydrographic Surveys, Special Publication no. 44

· IHO is an international consultative and technical organization of national hydrographic offices

· NIMA and the Office of Coast Survey, NOAA/NOS are members of ISO (source: http://www.iho.shom.fr/)

· Applies to federal agencies and contractors that conduct hydrographic surveys for updating nautical charts

· Not for river and harbor navigation projects or for project construction, which Part 4 covers.

· The Bathymetric Subcommittee submitted a Committee Draft to the FGDC Standards Working for pre-public review by the SWG.

· At the September 20 FGDC Standards Working Group meeting, the SWG voted to recommend that the Coordination Group approve Part 5 for release for public review
